COHERENT CWwW
This still remains something of a mystery to some of you which
includes yours truly. Essentially it is akin to tying the TX, Keyer
and AF Filter to a clock common to both stations. G3IRM
sends a copy of his latest news letter and whilst some of it is
somewhat technical, ideas and innovations abound. He has
turned his thoughts to computer ccw which although clearly
possible is something which he describes as being on the
fringe between ccw proper and cw. He uses an 8032 based
computer desribed in Elektor, May/91 and further expanded in
the issues between Feb/92 and Nov/92. Here, the mechanics
of the idea begin to fog my depleted grey cells but after much
jiggling with with timing, dividing duty cycles and experiment-
ing with a different chip he concludes: "Everything so far is
perfect in the sense that | am only using perfect ccw with no
noise or interference. Perfect ccw can be relied upon during
contacts but there will always be interference. The filtering
which results from the input mixing in the Petit filter does not
exist. The accurate timing of the Petit filter is there but that is
all. Justto see what happens | now intend to feed an r.f. signal
[as mentioned above] into the receiver and see how | can
decode weak ccw under interference". He notes that Paul,
GOBHA has been accepted for the expedition to the Arctic
Circle.
