Had a letter from Chris who tends to concur with my own
thoughts and those of many others regarding QRP opera-
tion. Chris notes my comments on QRP and receivers
Opiningthat QRP demands agood receiver OR an appre-
ciation by the user of the limitations of a lousy one and to
ask someone who opens up a good 1khz away from your
QSO frequecy to QSY is asking for the response such a
request deserves. In the days when separates were the
norm, netting used to be nigh on perfect but now txcvrs
and questionable offsets make this much more difficult.
He considers that QRP operation and the use of simple
gear is absolutely laudable but there is no justification for
the poor signals and operating techniques sometimes heard
around the QRP calling frequencies. He had the pleasure
of meeting up with G2AKK at last years’ Labour Party
conference just after that worthy had received his gong
from John Smith and in anticipation of Bill's attendance at
Blackpool, regrets that he is too QRL to turn up himself.
