Talking of listings, many of you | find are emplo?/ing varying
devices to construct some sort of an indexed filing system.
Using the first two characters of the suffix as a reference is
posssibly the most effective method i.e. AB will locate GOABC,
VE3ABL, KZ8AB etc. 5x3 index cards are cheap enough even
if bought as a job lot complete with graduated markers and a
dedicated container. With a computer, it is generally more
efficient to index on the complete call although querying a
serial file takes up surprisingly little time. Remember also that
access time (serial or index) is enhanced if your file contains
a limited category of data. | place all G stations on one file,
another is reserved for German stations, a third for Europe in
general and a fourth houses data for the rest of the world. There
is of course no need to restrict my-self to this arrangement and
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| could quite easily institute seperate files for North America,
South America and etc.
